The Basic Plan

Meet Saturday morning at Jawbone Canyon Visitors Center off Hwy 14.

Off-road to Kernville by way of Kelso Valley.

Check into the motel or campground and clean up for dinner at the famous McNallys
steak house on the upper Kern River.

Sunday morning at 7:45 am meet at Frandy Park in Kernville for our Rafting trip. The
trip starts at 8:00 AM sharp.

Special Notes

This trip will be appropriate for drivers of all experience levels, and for any stock Land
Rover.

The regular cost for the raft trip is $143.17 per person. However, groups of 12 or more
receive a 15% discount, reducing the price to $121.54. We will charge your credit card
the discounted price. However, if at 5:00pm on Tuesday February 28, should our total
RSVP's be less than twelve, it'll be necessary to perform an additional charge to your
credit card of $21.63 per person. In June 2000 we were able to attain this minimum, so
I'm optimistic that we'll be able to do so again this year.

If you cancel before our deadline of Tuesday February 28th, you will be refunded by us
in full. After Feb 28th, however, the outfitter issues no refunds.

* Protective footwear: tennis shoes which
lace tight, wetsuit booties, or rugged,
protective sandals which securely strap
on such as Keen Newports (pictured at
right - visit
http://www.keenfootwear.com). Bare feet or thongs are not safe on the river.

» Secure headstraps for sunglasses or eyeglasses--if worn.

* Sunblock cream. Plan to use plenty of sun cream (with a high SPF #) on exposed
skin, but don't put sunscreen on your forehead--or waves will wash it down
into your eyes! Protect your forehead with a sun hat (with chin-strap) or a
visor.

* Sun hat or visor with a chinstrap.

* Plastic water bottle filled with drinking water--we have jugs on the rafts to
replenish these.




* A change of clothes for the drive home.
* A magnetic hide-a-key box under your car makes a good place to hide your car
key while you're on the river.
